Lectors proclaim Scripture at our liturgies. Training and enrichment sessions are held 
once a year.

Sacristans provide the set up and put away the appropriate vessels needed for a par-
ticular liturgy.

Music Ministers 

       
Cantors are trained singers who lead the psalm for liturgy. They also function as song 
leaders who lead the assembly in their sung prayer.

We have various groups 
that practice weekly or a couple times a month—some that sing weekly and some that 
sing once a month

prayer.

Altar Care 
Make sure that our sanctuary is prepared for the weekend liturgies. This includes clean-
ing, dusting, washing, or whatever is necessary to make the space ready for worship.

Altar Linens 
Properly wash and iron our liturgical linens for the weekend, weekday, and various 
special liturgies.

Decorate our worship space through the use of flowers, fabrics, candles, and various 
other visual enhancements. This group of people checks the worship space prior to 
weekend and other special liturgies and prepares the space for the different liturgical 
seasons.

RCIA 
Rites of Christian Initiation for Adults and Children explore the possibility of becoming 
Catholic and through this process, they are initiated into the Catholic Church.
